Designation of Legal Aid Providers (Rescinds G-95-226)

WHEREAS, in 1990 the Florida Supreme Court held that “every lawyer who is a member of
The Florida Bar has an obligation to represent the poor when called upon by the courts and that each
lawyer has agreed to that commitment when admitted to the practice of law in this state,” In Re:
Amendments to the Rules Regulating The Florida Bar- 1-3.1(a) and Rules of Judicial Administration-
2.065 (Legal Aid), 573 So.2d 800, (Fla. 1990). Three years later, the Florida Supreme Court
promulgated Rule 4-6.5 (c) of the Rules Regulating The Florida Bar providing for the establishment of a
pro bono committee in each judicial circuit, In Re: Amendments to Rules Regulating The Florida Bar-
1.3.1 (a) and Rules of Judicial Administration-2.065 (Legal Aid), 630 So.2d 501 (Fla. 1993).

NOW THEREFORE, I TERENCE R. PERKINS, Chief Judge of the Seventh Judicial Circuit
of Florida, hereby order the establishment of a circuit-wide Pro Bono Committee and designate Legal
Aid providers as follows:

1. Pro Bono Committee: The Seventh Judicial Circuit Pro Bono Committee (hereinafter
“Committee™) is reconstituted to provide oversight and direction of Pro Bono services for the
indigent in the counties of the Seventh Judicial Circuit.

2. Committee Leadership: The circuit-wide Committee will be chaired by a judge appointed
by the chief judge. The Committee chair will select individuals to chair sub-Committees to
operate in each of the four counties of the Circuit. The circuit-wide Committee will consist
of the Committee chair and the chairs of each of the 4 sub-Committees.

3. Composition of Sub-Committees: Each county sub-Committee will consist of the

following persons/entities:

1) Circuit-wide Chair

2) Sub-committee Chair

3) Legal Aid Provider

4) County Bar Association

5) Office of the State Attorney

6) Office of the Public Defender
Each sub-Committee chair may appoint such other persons/entities as he/she deems
appropriate.
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
